mediately, clearing the way for
shots in arms as early as Satur-
day. The agency said it would
warn of the risk in an updated
fact sheet given to vaccine re-
cipients and providers.

The agencies made the deci-
sion following a meeting of out-
sideadvisers tothe CDCwhorec-
ommended that the vaccine
pause be ended. In an analysis
presented at the meeting, CDC
staff said that the cases of the syn-
drome that they had found oc-
curred at a rate of seven per one
million doses in women under
age 50,with the highest risk oc-
curringamongwomenages 30to
39.Forwomen over age 50 and
for all men, the clots appeared at
a rate of one per one million
doses, the analysis showed.

1. The Covid-19 pandemic has impacted most economies and banking systems globally, including India. The nation-wide lockdown in April-May 2020 substantially
impacted economic activity. The easing of lockdown measures subsequently led to gradual improvement in economic activity and progress towards normalcy. For the
banking sector, these developments resulted in lower demand for loans and fee-based services and regulatory measures like moratorium on payment of dues and
standstill in asset classification to mitigate the economic consequences on borrowers.
